[0 Beginning with the page after the title page,
include the title and page numbers on ALL pages in
the upper right-hand corner. (Your name should
appear ONLY on the title page.) The page after the
title page is Page 1. (The title and page number can
be within the margin space.)

[0 Do not staple, bind or fold your entry. Please
paperclip each copy of the entry.

[0 Each entry must include an original and three
(3) copies (FOUR COPIES TOTAL), a signed
official entry form and an entry fee.

[J Submit in a large, manila envelope (minimum size
9X12) to the library by March 31, 2012. One entry
per envelope, please.

Winners will be notified of the time and place of the
awards ceremony. Prizes will be given to the winner
(or his/her authorized representative) at the ceremony.
Prizes will NOT be mailed to winners.

Prizes will be awarded for each age group: First
Place - $100; Second Place - $50; Third Place - $25

Entries will be judged by professional writers,
editors and educators. Winners’ names will be
provided to local newspapers and will also be listed
on the Coeur d’Alene Public Library’s website:
www.cdalibrary.org. Mailed requests for a winners
list should include a self-addressed, stamped
envelope.

Tips for competitors:

B Before you beqin to write, read the rules that
accompany your entry form and then REREAD them.
You must use the required format.

B Try to write the same way you talk. You may find
it useful to read your entry out loud. Does it sound
natural to you?

B Write about what you know. Look for stories in
the world around you.

B You will find it valuable to have another person
read your story for errors before you submit it.

B Format, spelling, and grammar are factors in
judging. Don’t rely entirely on spell check.
